Online Classes 
Students attending the Tyger River Campus can also earn college credit from 
home via online courses available through SCCOnline.

High School Students - Best Start Program
Best Start is a dual enrollment program at SCC that offers high school juniors and 
seniors the opportunity to earn college credit while still in high school.  The Tyger 
River Campus offers a variety of morning, afternoon and evening courses that can 
easily fit into a high school student’s schedule.

University Transfer 
SCC’s University Transfer Program 
offers students the opportunity to 
complete their first two years 
towards earning a bachelor’s 
degree close to home at a 
fraction of the cost of larger 
universities. SCC University 
Transfer students complete 
core college requirements in 
mathematics, English, social 
sciences, humanities, fine  
arts and natural sciences. 
Students are then able to transfer smoothly 
to a four-year college or university to complete their 
bachelor’s degrees.

SCC Tyger River Campus offers general education courses 
including mathematics, English, social sciences, humanities 
and fine arts as well as courses in medical terminology/
vocabulary, accounting, management and computer 
applications.
